NOTA EXPLICATIVA
1. Descrierea programului de studii superioare de doctorat.

Programul de studii superioare de doctorat la Specialitatea 521.03 - Economie si management in
domeniu de activitate este de tip stiintific si se incadreazd in: domeniul stiintific 5. Stiinte sociale si
economice, ramura stiintifica 52. Stiinte Economice, si profilul stiintific 521. Economie, business,
administrare. Domeniul stiintific Stiinte sociale si economice ajutd la explicarea modului in care
functioneaza societatea, explorand totul, de la factorii declansatori ai cresterii economice si cauzele
somajului pand la ceea ce 11 face pe oameni fericiti. Stiintele sociale si economice studiaza toate
aspectele societdtii — de la evenimentele si realizarile trecute pana la comportamentul uman si relatiile
dintre grupuri, mediu de afaceri si fenomene economice. Cercetarea stiintelor sociale si economice
oferd perspective de identificarea a modurilor in care indivizii, grupurile, intreprinderile, managerii,
corporatiile si alte institutii 1au decizii, 1s1 exercitd puterea si raspund la schimbarea mediului micro,
mezo, macro si mondoeconomic.

Teoria economica, este studiul sistemelor economice ca obiecte de management. Obiectul cercetarii
pot fi sisteme economice de diverse scari, niveluri, sfere de actiune, forme de proprietate. O parte
integranta a specialitatii Economie si management in domeniu de activitate sunt principiile teoretice si
metodologice, metodele si metodele de gestionare a acestor sisteme, precum si aspectele institutionale
si infrastructurale ale dezvoltarii sistemelor economice. O componentd importantd a specialitdtii
Economie si management in domeniu de activitate o reprezinta diversele aspecte ale studierii
disciplinelor managementului sistemelor economice (de stat, transnationale, regionale, structuri de
conducere corporativa, precum si managerii ca subiecte de management).

- asigurarea doctoranzilor cu un nivel inalt de cunostinte de specialitate si intelegere,
competente Tnalte, care sa le permitd integrarea cunostintelor la asigurarea complexitatii activitatilor de
cercetare economicd, formularea argumentelor si comunicarea concluziilor mediului academic,
stiintific si profesional;

- dezvoltarea capacitdtii de a actiona independent/in echipa si creativ in abordarea si
solutionarea problemelor complexe in domeniul stiintelor economice ale economii nationale si
internationale, utilizand abilitatile strategice, analitice si tehnice, asuméandu-si responsabilitatea pentru
decizile luate;

- stimularea interesului teoretic si practic a doctoranzilor asupra evolutiei economiilor
internationale, nationale si a entitatilor economice din perspectiva programelor de cercetare-dezvoltare
necesare crearii de inovatii, punandu-se accent pe utilizarea metodelor de cercetare cross-disciplinare;

- formarea capacitatii de elabora prognoze, utilizand cercetdrile de teren, modelare economica
si gestiunea datelor, in scopul formularii de recomandari pentru perfectionarea economiei nationale;

Aceste obiective corespund misiunii Universitatii de Stat din Moldova, sunt desprinse din
necesitatea de formare in domeniul 52. Stiinte Economice si sunt corelate cu urmatoarele documente
strategice institutionale: Planul Strategic, Strategia de cercetare si inovare, Plan strategic institutional
de internationalizare.

Prin urmare, studiile superioare la ciclul Ill doctorat corespund nivelului 8 ISCED, fiind o
continuare a studiilor superioare ciclului I Licenta si ciclul II Masterat. Programul de doctorat la
Specialitatea 521.03 - Economie si management in domeniu de activitate este organizat in
conformitate cu Codul Educatiei al Republicii Moldova nr. 152 din 17 iulie 2014, Regulamentul
privind organizarea studiilor superioare de doctorat, ciclul III, aprobat prin Hotdrarea Guvernului nr.
1007 din 10 decembrie 2014, PLAN-CADRU pentru studii superioare (ciclul 11l — Doctorat), aprobat
prin Ordinul Ministrului Educatiei nr. 1036 din 28 septembrie 2020, Carta universitard USM,
Regulamentul institutional de organizare si functionare a programelor de studii de doctorat al USM,
Regulamentul Scolii Doctorale de Stiinte Economice.

Pe parcursul programului de doctorat care este, de reguld, de 3 (4) ani (prelungirea cu 1-2 ani
fiind o exceptie), sub indrumarea conducatorilor de doctorat si a 3 membri ai comisiei de indrumare,
doctorandul va acumula cunostinte, si competente profesionale avansate in domeniu, avand
posibilitatea sa-si orienteze activitatea de cercetare stiintifica spre teme prioritare specifice: alocarea
resurselor economice in noua economie, analiza activitatii economice electronice, imbunatatirea teoriel
consumatorului si teoriei firmei in economia bazatd pe cunoastere si inovare, analiza modelului
economic al Republicii Moldova, analiza eficientei politicilor economice asupra dezvoltarii durabile a
economiei nationale, determinarea impactului politicilor educationale asupra competitivitatii
economiei Republicii Moldova.

Este vorba despre abilitdti avansate de sintezd, evaluare si decizie in probleme specifice
domeniului necesare in activitatea de cercetare, didactica si profesionala.

4. Racordarea programului de studii superioare de doctorat si a continuturilor din Planul
de invitamant la tendintele internationale din domeniu;

Pe masura ce economia globala pivoteaza de la pandemie la redresare in 2021, comportamentul
consumatorilor si puterea de cumpdrare rdiman In mare masurd dependente de realitatile economice si,
prin urmare, intelegerea factorilor care influenteaza peisajul economic si financiar este mai importanta
acum ca niciodatd pentru strategia de afaceri. In elaborarea planului de invatimant au fost identificate
urmatoarele tendinte: redresarea economica inegald din cauza coronavirusului (COVID-19), cresterea
datoriilor publice, resetarea globalizarii, activitati cu valoare adaugatd mai mare si schimbarea
frontierelor pietei drept cei cinci factori cheie care modeleaza noua erd economica globald. Mentinerea
pasului cu aceste tendinte pe masurd ce evolueazd dincolo de pandemie va ajuta stiinta sa identifice
riscuri $i noi oportunitdti pentru a se adapta si a merge mai departe cu o directie strategicd mai
puternica.

5. Consultarea partenerilor in procesul de elaborare a programului de studii superioare de
doctorat (angajatori, profesori, absolventi, studenti-doctoranzi);

La nivel Scoala Doctorala, in cadrul Consiliului Scolii Doctorale de Stiinte Economice este
inclus un reprezentant al pietei muncii, din afara Scolii Doctorale, cu titlu stiintific in stiinte
economice. in cadrul sedintelor de lucru al Consiliului Scolii Doctorale de Stiinte Economice sunt
discutate continuturile planului de invatamant, tipurile de sarcini pentru studiul individual, metodele de
desfasurare a orelor cat si corelarea unitatilor de continut pentru a favoriza parcurgerea traseului
stiintific individual de catre studentii-doctoranzi. A fost analizat Ghidul Cercetatorului al Institutului
Cercetare si Inovare din cadrul Universitétii de Stat din Moldova, Codul cu privire la Stiinta si Inovare
al Republicii Moldova, fisele de post a cadrelor didactice din cadrul Facultatii de Stiinte Economice
USM si a cercetatorilor din cadrul Institutului National de Cercetari Economice, in vederea
determindrii calificdrii necesare a unui specialist din domeniul cercetdrii stiintelor economice si
identificarii necesarului de cunostinte, abilitdti si competente ce vor fi asigurate prin realizarea
programului de doctorat. Semestrial, studentii-doctoranzi sunt chestionati cu privire la calitatea si
relevanta disciplinelor predate. Chestionarele sunt prelucrate de cétre Directorul Scolii Doctorale, sunt
discutate in cadrul sedintelor de Consiliului Scolii Doctorale de Stiinte Economice si sunt luate in
calcul la elaborarea continuturilor pentru anul urmator al admiterii.

EXPLANATORY NOTE
1. Description of the higher doctoral studies programme.

The higher doctoral studies programme within Speciality 521.03 — Economics and management
in the field of activity is a scientific degree that is included in the scientific area 5. Social and
economic sciences, scientific branch 52. Economic Sciences and the scientific profile 521. Economics,
business, administration. The scientific area of Social and economic sciences facilitates explaining the
way a society functions, exploring everything starting with the triggering factors of economic growth
and the causes of unemployment and finishing with what makes people happy. The social and
economic sciences study all aspects of society — from past events and achievements up to human
behaviour and bonds within groups, the business environment and economic phenomena. Research in
the field of social and economic sciences provides possibilities for identifying the ways in which
individuals, groups, businesses, managers, corporations and other institutions make decisions, exert
their power and answer to changes in the micro, mezo, macro and mondoeconomic environment.

Scientific research in the Scientific Profile 521. Economics, business, administration
provides a deep understanding of management core and the capacity to perform scientific research
using statistic analysis and research projection instruments. Being based on fundamental economics,
management courses, as well as a group of research design and statistic courses.

Speciality 521.03 — Economics and management in the field of activity study economic
systems, their genesis, formation, development and forecast. The distinctive trait of the Speciality
Economics and management in the field of activity in relation to other economic specialities, and
especially Economic theory, is the study of economic systems as objects of management. The research
object can be economic systems of various scales, levels, spheres of action, and types of ownership.
An integrant part of the speciality Economics and management in the field of activity is the theoretic
and methodologic principles, the management methods of these systems, as well as institutional and
infrastructural aspects of economic systems’ development. An important part of the speciality of
Economics and management in the field of activity consists of the various aspects of studying
economic systems’ management disciplines (state systems, transnational, regional, structures of
corporate management, as well as managers as a subject of management). The object of research in
this speciality consists of the managerial relationships that occur during the process of formation,
development (stabilization) and destruction of economic systems.

2. Objectives of the higher doctoral studies programme, including their correspondence
with the mission of the university:
Obijectives of the doctoral studies programme 521.03 — Economics and management in the field of
activity are:

- Providing the doctoral students with a high level of specialized knowledge and
comprehensiveness, high-level skills, which would allow them to integrate knowledge to
the insurance of complex economic research activities, formulating arguments and
communicating conclusions to the academic, scientific and professional environment;

- Developing the ability to act independently/as member of a team and creatively in
addressing and solving complex problems in the field of economic sciences of national and
international economies, using strategic, analytical and technical skills, and assuming
responsibility for the decisions made;

- Stimulating the theoretical and practical interest of doctoral students regarding the
evolution of international, and national economies and economic entities from the
perspective of research and development programs necessary for the creation of
innovations, emphasizing the use of cross-disciplinary research methods;

- Training in the ability to develop forecasts, using field research, economic modelling and
data management, in order to formulate recommendations for the improvement of the
national economy;

- Developing a critical attitude through the use and coherent interpretation of theories, and
models in economic sciences;



- Training and development of superior independent research skills and effective use of

information.

These objectives correspond with the mission of the State University of Moldova, derive from
the formation needs in area 52. Economic Science and correlate with the following strategic
institutional documents: Strategic Plan, Strategy of research and innovation, Strategic institutional plan
of internationalization.

Therefore, third-cycle higher doctoral studies correspond to the 8™ level of ISCED, being an
extension of first-cycle Bachelor’s and second-cycle Master’s higher studies. The doctoral programme
for the speciality 521.01 — Economic theory and economic policies is organized according to the
Education Code of the Republic of Moldova no. 152 from 17 " July 2014, Regulation regarding the
organization of higher doctoral, third-cycle studies, approved by Government Decision no. 1007 of
December 10, 2014, the FRAMEWORK PLAN for higher studies (cycle 111 — Doctorate), approved by
Order of the Minister of Education no. 1036 of September 28, 2020, USM University Charter,
Institutional Regulations for the organization and operation of USM doctoral study programs,
Regulations of the Doctoral School of Economic Sciences.

During the doctoral studies programme, which is, usually, 3 (4) years long (extension of 1-2
years being an exception), under the guidance of doctoral instructors and 3 members of the guidance
committee, the doctoral student will assimilate knowledge, advanced professional competences in the
area of study, having the possibility to direct the research activity towards specific priority topics:
allocation of economic resources in the new economy, analysis of electronic economic activity,
improvement of the consumer theory and the theory of the firm in the economy based on knowledge
and innovation, analysis of the economic model of the Republic of Moldova, analysis of the
effectiveness of economic policies on the sustainable development of the national economy,
determination of the impact of educational policies on competitiveness economy of the Republic of
Moldova.

It is about advanced abilities to synthesize, evaluate and decide regarding problems specific to
the field necessary in the research, didactic and professional activity.

In order to train these skills, the education plan includes two components:

l. The preparation programme based on advanced university studies (Ist year), which is
based on the curricula established by the doctoral school. Its aim is to study the following content
units: History and methodology of economic science, Quantitative micro and macroeconomics,
Techniques of academic writing and scientific communication, Applied econometrics in economic
research, Intellectual property and copyright, marketing of scientific products, Modern principles and
economic policies, acquiring advanced knowledge about the economy as a form of human activity, the
business under the conditions of the market economy, the market and the mechanism of its operation,
the elasticity of demand and supply, etc.

Il. The individual scientific research program (years Il and Il (IV) begins after the
approval of the scientific research project by the guidance committee, to whom the theme and research
methodology for the realization of the doctoral thesis are presented. Its final objective is the realization
of a work of relevant research, characterized by originality, the identification of solutions, but also of
new research directions.

Higher doctoral studies are completed with the presentation and defense of the doctoral thesis
for which the doctoral student will obtain 40 credits.

In order to obtain the degree of doctoral university studies, cycle Ill, it is necessary to complete
the entire program (180 credits): passing the evaluation tests, which include 6 exams, conducting and
publishing scientific research and defending the doctoral thesis with the qualification: at least good.

Correspondence of the doctoral program to the institutional and national strategy of scientific
development. Higher doctoral studies within the Doctoral School of Economic Sciences are organized
in accordance with the national priorities reflected in the documents of national importance through
strategies and objectives directly aimed at research, innovation and technology transfer activity, as
follows:
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- In The National Development Strategy "Moldova-2030", Objective no. 4 indicates
"Guaranteeing quality education for all and promoting lifelong learning opportunities™ which aims at
AXA no. 7: Scientific research - a component of the education system and factor of development,
innovation and technological transfer, but also of establishing a society based on knowledge.

- The project of the Education Development Strategy for the years 2021-2030 "Education
2030", Strategic Objective no. 8: Scientific research versus the source of innovations and changes in
education reflects the need to develop the scientific research system from the perspective of integrating
education, research and the labour market ensuring by the year 2030, coverage of at least 50% of
priority issues with scientific research.

- The national program in the fields of research and innovation for the years 2020-2023
(Approved by Government Decision no. 381/2019) whose goal was to increase the efficiency of the
national research and innovation system and ensure optimal conditions for the generation of new
knowledge based on fundamental and applied research and their implementation in order to increase
the competitiveness of the national economy and the general level of well-being, it contains 5 general
objectives divided into specific objectives and actions.

- The national roadmap for the integration of the Republic of Moldova into the European
Research Area for the years 2019-2021 (Approved by Government Decision No. 1081 of November 8,
2018) contains 5+1 priorities and actions aimed at achieving sustainable changes for the Republic of
Moldova to reach the level of performance and effectiveness of European research.

The sole purpose of these mentioned national documents is to develop a system capable of
creating high-performance scientific knowledge in order to increase the competitiveness of the national
economy and the level of well-being of the population, which also reflects the major impact of this
doctoral program. The link between national policies and their realization through the doctoral
program is the Development Strategy of the State University of Moldova (2021-2026), which has as its
strategic mission the training of highly qualified personnel for the national economy, able to act in the
changing conditions of life and the market economy as well as the Organization and conduct of
fundamental and applied scientific research, oriented towards the solution of current socio-economic
problems and the realization of the technological transfer of the results of university scientific
research.

3. The knowledge, skills and competencies provided by the doctoral higher education
programme;

This program aims to develop research skills in the field of economic sciences. The doctoral
higher studies program ensures the formation of professional and transversal skills specific to the field
52. Economic Sciences.

The expected knowledge, skills and study competencies - linked to the National Qualifications
Framework are:

1) Researching new categories, concepts, and theories, by improving existing research methods
and proposing new methods;

2) Understanding the legalities of the formation, operation and evolution of different types of
economic systems;

3) Implementation of research results and elaboration of original scientific publications;

4) Proposing instruments for adjusting the economy in conditions of uncertainty and changes in
the economic and geopolitical environment;

5) Elaboration and drafting of documents and reports related to national, regional and mondial
development;

6) Information management by operating with massive databases and integrating national and
international informational networks;

7) Designing the methodology for launching, organizing and implementing research and
development projects;

8) Independent, adaptive and creative action in approaching and solving problems through self-
improvement of personal skills;
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9) Communication in an academic environment by demonstrating administrative organization
and team management responsibilities;

10) Demonstration of leadership and innovation through the integration and improvement of
personnel in work contexts;

11) Avoidance of inappropriate behaviour practices and intellectual fraud.

4. Connecting the higher doctoral studies program and the contents of the Curriculum to
the international trends in the field;

As the global economy pivots from the pandemic to recovery in 2021, consumer behaviour and
purchasing power remain highly dependent on economic realities, and therefore understanding the
factors influencing the economic and financial landscape is now more important than ever to strategy
business. In developing the curriculum, the following trends were identified: uneven economic
recovery due to the coronavirus (COVID-19), rising public debt, resetting globalization, higher value-
added activities and changing market boundaries as the five key factors shaping the new global
economic era. Keeping pace with these trends as they evolve beyond the pandemic will help science
identify risks and new opportunities to adapt and move forward with a stronger strategic direction.

5. Consulting partners in the process of developing the higher doctoral studies
programme (employers, teachers, graduates, doctoral students);

At the Doctoral School level, the Council of the Doctoral School of Economic Sciences
includes a representative of the labour market, from outside the Doctoral School, with a scientific title
in economic sciences. During the working sessions of the Council of the Doctoral School of Economic
Sciences, the contents of the education plan, the types of tasks for individual study, the methods of
carrying out the lessons and the correlation of the content units are discussed in order to favour the
completion of the individual scientific path by the doctoral students. The Researcher's Guide of the
Research and Innovation Institute of the State University of Moldova, the Science and Innovation
Code of the Republic of Moldova, the job descriptions of teaching staff from the USM Faculty of
Economic Sciences and researchers from the National Institute of Economic Research were analyzed
in order to determine the necessary qualification of a specialist in the field of economic science
research and to identify the necessary knowledge, skills and competences that will be ensured through
the completion of the doctoral program. Every semester, doctoral students are questioned about the
quality and relevance of the subjects taught. The questionnaires are processed by the Director of the
Doctoral School, are discussed during the meetings of the Council of the Doctoral School of Economic
Sciences and are taken into account when developing the contents for the following year of admission.
Directives and recommendations received from national public bodies such as MEC, ANACEC,
ANCD etc. are also analyzed and taken into account.

6. The relevance of the doctoral higher education program for the development of the
fields of research and innovation and for the labour market.

Academic economic scientific research is undoubtedly one of the most important and
significant structures of scientific reflection and creation in contemporary society. This activity has
been carried out continuously for two decades and has addressed, during all this time, many topics of
interest and theoretical resonance as well as a multitude of current topics or that had and have a high
quotient of stringency or practicability, the graduates of the programs of doctorate can be employed
according to the occupational classification Approved by Government Decision no. 208/2021 for the
following positions: 1213 Leaders in the field of policies and planning, 1345 Leaders of services in the
field of education, 310 University professors and assimilated. As a result, the breadth of scientific and
intellectual products of this type of research is highly relevant and has an important potential to
provide solutions, both general and specific, to many of the current or future challenges in the field of
economic knowledge and action (including the design of government policies).
